Missionary Packet & Travel Info

Check-list for Travel
Paperwork

You need to sign up at Lifecoast Church on Sunday, or at Youth Group, and fill out the Release Form.  We need to begin processing your application and make sure you are in the system.  

You will need a valid passport for travel to Haiti. You will need two passport photos (you can get these done at the post office prior to filling out a passport application. Passports can be obtained at your local post office by appointment. Processing usually takes four to six weeks... it is best to get this done adequately in advance!  More information can be found at: http://travel.state.gov/passport/passport_1738.html
Deadline: You must show us you have applied by June 9th, or you will not be included in the trip.

Team Meetings & Fundraising

A missions trip is a TEAM Event.  We are working together.  We are raising funds not just for the individual, but for the whole team.  So we ask that you participate in ALL events.
Attend Haiti Team Meetings, June 12th, July 3rd, 24th, 31st, & August 7th. There will be other meetings, please watch your emails.
Download sample Fundraising Letter from www.lifecoastcurch.com, and begin sending raising funds immediately.  The amount needed is listed below.

Medical

Please be sure to have all of your insurance policies updated.

We encourage team members to have a current tetanus booster and malaria medications. You can usually get these done at your County Health Department or a travel clinic. We suggest you also check with them to see if they recommend any other immunizations for you. 

Money

The amount needed is listed.  Be sure to meet all deadlines.


Deposit:  $300 payment by July 1st.  


Balance:  Remaining funds are due by August 1st.   Make sure you are working with Team leaders to know what fundraising moneys are being applied to your account.


Travel Information
Flights

We will be meeting at the Life Center on the Day of Departure and driving as a Team to Miami International Airport.  Check with the Missions team leader to verify arrival and departure flight information for your family to have. 

Luggage

We ask that your checked bags be donations for Leve Project or project supplies. Your carry-ons should be sufficient for your personal luggage. Check our needs list for donations needed or talk to the Missions Director about any other specific needs the mission might have. (Another option, we often have donations already collected that are waiting to go to Haiti that you can bring.)

Most airlines allow 2 checked bags (for a fee), 1 carry on, and one personal item such as a backpack free of charge.  We ask that your checked luggage be used for donations. For a current needs list see Team Leader.  Plastic tubs are great to use for your checked luggage, as they are something you can leave behind and we can use for storage at the mission. Please check with your airline for current baggage restrictions and costs.  

Packing

Clothing: The climate in Haiti is hot and humid with an average temperature of 85 degrees.  Summer clothing is appropriate with the high temperatures and humidity. While flip-flops or sandals will be fine for lounging, it is good to also bring a pair of comfortable walking/hiking shoes for working.  DO NOT wear any jewelry that has sentimental value!! If you are married, you might want to wear a simple, cheap ring to signify that you are married. 

Electronics: You are welcome to bring your camera, laptop and cell phone to Haiti with you.  However, while traveling in the city do not take any pictures of the Haitian Police or the UN.  Also, internet connection is limited and your cell phone will not work while in Haiti.  Please note that we are not responsible for any lost items.

Money
It is best to bring cash. Traveler's checks are difficult to exchange and credit cards are only accepted in some places. Take mostly ones and fives and it is suggested to separate your money in different locations.

You will have the opportunity to purchase souvenirs, tip the housecleaner & cook and buy other snacks or drinks. Talk to your team leader to see if you group is going to take an outing, this may also cost extra. It is best to bring cash in small bills. Your trip cost covers 2 meals a day, transportation, sleeping accommodations and drinking water. 

Upon Take Off
Customs

You will be required to fill out a customs form on the plane before you arrive in Haiti.  The form will require you to give the address of where you will be staying while in the country.  Our address is: Rue Stenio-Vincent number 12, Cayes-Jacmel, Haiti.  After exiting the plane you will need your passport in hand along with the customs form as you will be directed to customs.  This is usually an easy process and your missions guide will be there to help you with any questions.  

Airport
After exiting customs you will go to retrieve your luggage. Luggage carts are available for $2. Retrieving your luggage and exiting the airport can be chaotic, as there will be many people there trying to help you with your bags. Just keep walking and say “No, mesi” (no, thank-you). They will be very insistent that you need their help, so be firm in saying no. It can be very overwhelming if you are unaware. We will have specific person already picked out to help with luggage, they will be either wearing a Leve Project shirt or badge. This person alone will be in charge of the luggage and/or assigning other workers to help. 

On The Ground Information
Lodging

open-style hotel, with private rooms that open to the outside. There are outdoor shelters for dining and hanging out. Each room has two twin beds and it’s own bathroom. Free wi-fi is available; however, it’s not always reliable in Haiti. Your lodging is included in your trip costs. 

Food

You will be provided with 2 meals a day; Breakfast & Dinner, prepared by Leve project cooks.  Any snacks needed in between must be supplied by you.
